snow levels are high and even our usually happy snow shovelling neighbours are voicing their distaste for so much
snow being dumped over a short period of time.

Early in the New Year, the Lord sent us Galileo Yuseco (nickname: Louie) from Bethany Baptist Church in Sydney.
Louie stayed for almost a month at the Annex {the guestroom section of the property the Asanos rent for their computer
school...our old housel). Not only did Louie manage to live quite independently, but he also worked very hard on a
large number of projects to help our family and ministry. Having already studied Japanese for several years before
coming, he was able to converse some with our Church people as well as participate in Japanese and church life.
Louie's joyful attitude, servant's heart and tireless ministry were a great blessing to us. Soon after Louie arrived, so did
the snow falls that we were “missing” ©. While here, not only did he help shovel snow, but also he ministered in music,
both during services and also encouraging and assisting our Church musicians. He taught (through interpreter) Youth
and Sunday School lessons, accompanied me in some visitation and personal Bible studies, as well as working
individually on a long list of projects...some were boring and tedious, others were interesting and challenging. The two
major projects he worked on were writing the music for our church theme song for 2008, and preparing a lovely DVD,
reporting on our family and ministry over the last 2 years. Bethany Baptist Church has graciously agreed to cover the
work and cost of reproducing the DVD and delivering it to any of our supporting Churches who would like a copy. To
order a copy of the DVD (which runs approximately 25 minutes), please email Louie directly at
galileoyuseco@gmail.com.

Prayer updates: -

1) The Asano’s son Motoki (18) has had his arrival to Hokkaido delayed indefinitely. It seems that he has not been
able to break free from the mind-control. Please pray for the tearing down of spiritual strongholds. Pray also for his
family as their faith is again challenged and patience on the Lord’s timing is required.

2) Mr Okuyama continues to attend individual Bible studies with me. His heart is open and enquiring. At the end of
each lesson, he returns home and teaches his wife what he has learned. His wife was for 10 years a devout
member of the Watchtower Society. It is now 12 years since she “left”, but still her heart is not totally free. Pray
that we would see both of them come to Christ and freedom.

3) Benjamin has passed his first round of university entrance examinations. On February 25, he will take the second
(and more demanding) set of examinations. We pray for the Lord’s undertaking as he desires to enter a degree in
computer engineering at the local Hokkaido University as the first step in preparation for the course our Lord has
ahead for him. Straight after those examinations he will start driving school. Pray that the Lord would provide the
remainder of funds necessary for the purchase of his licence. Thank you to those who have already given towards
this project.

4) Right now a number of the Church folk here are allowing personal compromise, health problems and other issues
to interfere with their spiritual walk. Pray with us as we seek to encourage them to stand strong and faithful to the
Lord. Please pray for spiritual victories.

5) Ahead on the calendar: March: Church AGM, setting the plans for the year ahead, Easter service, junior camp
(near Nagoya)...this year I'll be teaching an elective to the young people on moral purity. April: Benjamin starts
university {Lord willing), Ruth-Elise enters her final year of high school, Malachi enters junior high school. May:
Senior camp & annual Mothers' Day outreach (hosted and run by the youth)
